LOADING TO GARMIN NUVI SERIES GPS UNITS
First, you will need to obtain a copy of GARMIN POI LOADER.       http://www8.garmin.com/products/poiloader/    Install POI LOADER onto your computer (Windows only).  Custom made POI’s, or POINTS OF INTEREST, can be uploaded to your NUVI with POI LOADER.   Create a new folder named AIRPORTS on your Windows desktop.  Download and place the 5 alphabetical AIRPORT files into that new folder.   Connect your NUVI to your computer with the USB cable that you didn’t throw out….   Start, and allow the NUVI to boot up.    Open POI LOADER and when prompted,  select the GARMIN DEVICE radio button.  Allow it to recognize the NUVI.  Then select INSTALL NEW POI’S TO DEVICE.   You will see a FILE BROWSE box to tell POI LOADER where your AIRPORT folder is located.  Select the AIRPORT folder and then select the UPLOAD radio button.  The process will take a few seconds to complete, and should then confirm that you installed 204 new POI’s.   When done, you can disconnect  the NUVI and it will reboot.  Scroll thru the WHERE TO? menu until you find the EXTRAS box.  In there you will find a new selection box, CUSTOM POI’S that will contain your AIRPORTs.    The AIRPORTs are divided into 5 groups, each containing less than 50 airports…… Why?  Because the NUVI can only display the 50 CLOSEST waypoints.   If we loaded all 204 AIRPORTS in a single file, the NUVI would still only display the CLOSEST 50.   Remember, the NUVI lists the AIRPORTS according to distance, so they will not be in alphabetical order.  When you have selected an AIRPORT, by pressing MORE you will get the airport’s field elevation, runway headings, lengths, and surfaces.    Have fun 
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
